We want to have all places
that score reported to us though we may only print a partial
listing. Roughly the guideline is three places for meets of less
than 10 teams; four places for less than 15 and six places for
meets of 16 or more teams. However, if the results are typed
or easily readable and in a well organized format they have a
better chance of getting all places listed.

We are only listing last names in results in order to save space
(and since first names are rarely provided) and we are also
starting to abbreviate team listings. I am trying to develop a
two or three letter abbreviation that can be used consistently
but it may take a while.

This issue has the first listing of season leading performances
broken down by class and I’m sure that there are errors and
omissions--don’t be afraid to let us know. It was a monumental
task and I could not have done it without the help of many
coaches.

I’'m excited about the All-Star dual meet with Arkansas May
21st. It will be a great opportunity for our junior and senior
athletes to get exposed to some different competition as well
as continue their competitive season a little longer. Likewise,
the Oklahoma team that will go to the Great Southwest Classic
provides our elite athletes with a chance to travel and compete
in a big regional meet that is watched by many college coaches.
Information on qualifying for both of these meets is listed
elsewhere in this issue.

As usual, I’'m going to close this column with a plea to pass
the word on Oklahoma TRACK & FIELD NEWS.
