HIGH SCHOOL COACHES, BEWARE

[ goto a lot of track meets throughout the United States. I also attended
the USATF Convention and the United States Olympic Congress. It's
gratifying to report that our sport, at the high school and collegiate levels,
is stronger than ever. But there are aspects of the present situation of
which every high school coach should be aware. Far too many of our
American kids will be bypassed for a scholarship. Several factors are
forcing this situation upon us.

First, the number of scholarships available for male athletes has been
drastically reduced. Currently, a school may offeronly 12.6 scholarships
for those athletes. That's not very many. The female program is a little
better. Exacerbating the situation is the fact that cross country is NOT
counted as a separate sport for scholarship purposes. Thus any grants
given to cross country count against the 12.6 limit. This has caused many
institutions to choose between a full track and field program, a cross
country program or an emphasis upon sprinters or quarter milers, for
example.

Secondly, many scholarships are awarded to foreign athletes. These
young men and women are judged to be more developed athletically than
their American counterparts of the same age. Many of your athletes,
who might have vastly improved had they gotten to college and matured,
are never given the chance. Last year, 14 NCAA Outdoor champions
were from overseas.

Thirdly, the new academic rules recently passed at the NCAA con-
vention pose a serious threat to your program. I approve of the current
Prop 48 rules. Being a college student should mean just that, you're a
college student. You have to go to class, study, pass your classed and
work towards a degree. But in their zeal to prove to the world that you

have to be smart to go to college, the academician's appear to have
forgotten some basic sociological facts. Many young Americans come
from homes where a magazine is a luxury that can’t be afforded. These
same young people often have little or no parental guidance to point out
to them the need to study and prepare for college. After all, college is a
financial impossibility so why prepare for it7 When they finally realize
the great opportunity their athletic skills may afford them, many are
already too far behind to catch up. Could they have made it collegiately?
No one knows. I'm reminded of a young woman who barely qualified
for her university. When she graduated, she was chosen Valedictorian,
was awarded a prestigious Scholar-Athlete prize and went to work for a
major corporation that cared little or nothing for her athletic prowess.
She was given a chance and made the most of her opportunity. Many
others, of equal ability, won't get the chance.

Every decision made at the NCAA level has a direct impact upon you
and your athletes. When you produce a quality athlete and hefshe can't
get into college due to academics, you are partially to blame. When a
college coach chooses a foreigner over an American, your athlete might
be the one denied the opportunity to go to college. When the NCAA
caves in again to the football powers and reduces scholarships across the
board, the athlete left out of the recruitment process may be yours. So
when you read about these issues, don't ignore them as not pertaining to
you. They do. There are over 17,000 high school track teams in the US,
over 35,000 coaches. You have a responsibility to make yourselves
heard. How? A letter written to your local college president and/or to the
president of the institution from which you graduated would have more
effect than you realize. An interview with your local newspaper could
do much to arouse public opinion against some of the things hurting
your athletes. Every high school coach in the United States has a stake
in decisions made at the collegiate level. If you fail to become involved,
]Ig_u have only yourself to blame when it's you, and your athlete, who's
affected.

Several top former athletes have made their
mark in the world of track and field. When the
1996 Atlanta Olympics come around, many of
them will be vying for a chance to chase Olympic
dreams and gold medals.

Here's a look at some of the athletes with
Oklahoma ties that you should look for in 1996.

Jason Rouser - A former University of Okla-
homa sprinter from Lawton, was listed amongst
the top ten 400-meter runners in the U.S., by
Track and Field News. The large 6'6-inch
Rouser will have a tough time making the 400-
meter team with the likes of Michael Johnson,
Quincy Watts, and others. But he will probably
make the Olympic Trials finals and vie for one
of the top five spots,

Donnie Belcourt - The Oklahoma State Uni-
versity graduate made the 1992 Olympic Trials
in both the 1,500 and 5,000 meter runs.

Bryan Yockers - A former University of Okla-
homa All-American in the 3,000 meter steeple-
chase. He iz now training with the HCA Wesley
Track Club in Wichita.

Noel Berkeley - Another University of Okla-
homa grad and Irish Olympian who is training
“on the hill" in Fayetteville,

Gary Hamer - A former University of Central
Oklahoma 800 meter All-American, who is also
at HCA Wesley training to go under 4 minutes
in the mile.

Mike Bilyeu - The former Tulsa Hale high
school All-American now lives in Eugene, Ore-
gon where he is training for the 10,000 meter run.
Bilyeu, who is considered one of the best high
school milers in Oklahoma history, has won
several major U.S. road races and has several sub
29-minute 10K's to his credit,

Wayne Strohman - This Oklahoma Christian
University star was national champion in the
1993 NAIA national, 10,000 meter finals.
Strohman is also at HCA Wesley.

Joe Gutelrrez - An Oklahoma native who ran
collegiate at Wichita State University and is also
training at HCA Wesley.

David Whaley - A former All-American at
Oklahoma Baptist University, who is now train-
ing at Adams State University in Colorado.

Stanley Redwine - Not only is Redwine the
head coach at the University of Tulsa, but the
33-year old former Razorback is still one of the
top B00-meter runners in the U.S. Last summer
Redwine won a bronze medal in the Goodwill
Games and has represented America in the last
four World Championships.

Track Still Popular

According to the Mational Federation's
1993-94 survey, outdoor track rated number
two among the number of high schools
fielding teams in the U.S. 14,192 schools
offered men’s programs and 14,027 fielded
women's teams. Only basketball ranked
higher.

In numbers of participants, women's
track was number two (345,700) behind
basketball. Men's track rated number four
at 419,758.

Cross country tallied identical places for
both men and women at number five in
number of schools (10,693 men, 10,142
women) and number seven in athletes

(162,188 and 124,700).




THE ATHLETE’S KITCHEN

Question: What gets stale besides bread?

Answer: Athletes and active people who exer-
cise hard every day but plan too little rest into
their weekly training schedule. Rest days are a
very important part of an exercise program but
their value is often underestimated. Tired mus-
cles require time to 1) heal the tiny injuries that
occur during training, and 2) refuel depleted
glycogen stores. Athletes who train relentlessly
set the stage for injuries, chronic glycogen deple-
tion, and chronic fatigue.

If you are among the many active people who
have imbalances between training and recovery,
and pound your body in the name of marathon
training, weight reduction or getting in shape,
you may relate to some of the following signs of
staleness. Take heed if any two of these are
present for you: unusually poor performances in
training and competition; failure to improve de-
spite a good training program; loss of appetite
and weight--the "I'm too tired to eat” syndrome;
insomnia or restless sleep and feeling that you
are "always tired"; irritability and anxiety ac-
companied by depression.

Concern: "I'm afraid to take a rest day. I
worry that I'll eat just as much and get fat
from all the excess calories..."

Answer: When you take a rest day from exer-
cise, you will probably be just as hungry and
want to eat just as much food, even though you
are expending fewer calories. Here's why. In-
stead of buming the carbohydrates you eat for
muscle fuel, your body finally has the chance to
store them as glycogen in the depleted muscles.
For each 1 ounce of stored carbohydrate, you
store 3 ounces of water--and the scale jumps up
2 to 4 pounds. This jump may frighten you into
believing you are "getting fat” just because you
took a day off from exercise. Not the case!

Water-weight differs from fat-weight. Throw
away the scale and pay attention to how much
better you feel during your workouts. You'll
likely have more energy and perform better after
a rest day, Athletic improvement comes with
quality workouts--not just quantity.

Concern: "1 always feel so gullty when I skip
a day of training...I'd rather drag myself
through the motions of exercise than sit home
fretting that I'm getting lazy."

Answer: Compulsive exercisers relentlessly
pushthemselves tothe limit and deny themselves
permission to take rest days, but dedicated ath-
letes look forward to a day off as an integral part
of their training program. If you are a compul-
sive exerciser, you may have the following per-
sonality traits that interfere with your training
program. You--

*like to be "incontrol.” Regular exercise gives
you a sense of control over your day's chaotic
schedule.

*are a perfectionist. You demand of yourself
the "perfect” training program (read that no days

off)

*are compulsive in other areas of your life. Are
you also a food-aholic or work-aholic?

These personality traits are common to athletes
who grew up in families that abused addictive
substances such as alcohol. Now exercise-ad-
dicted, these athletes exercise 7 days a week,
twice per day, and even train while injured.

Concern: How much rest is enough before
competition?..I'm afraid of getting out of
shape if [ take one day off.

Answer: Rest will enhance, not hurt, your per-
formance! You won't lose fitness, but rather will
be able to perform better with better-fueled mus-
cles. Here's what some studies show about the
benefits of reducing exercise--

*Runners who reduced training volume by
70% from 50 miles in 6 days/week to 15 miles in
5 days/week x 3 weeks (including -3 miles of
high intensity intervals) maintained fitness and
ran 9% longer in an exercise test.

*Cyclists who intensely trained for 6 weeks
then tapered their exercise for up to 2 weeks
improved by about 9%.

*Triathletes who reduced their training for 10
to 13 days before a 3.1 mile race finished 12 to
16% faster than when they raced without rest.
This translates into knocking minutes off their
racing time.

*Marathon runners (training 45 to 50 miles per
week) who tapered for only 1 week showed the
best improvement when they ran only 6 miles

during the taper week and included some speed
workouts (500-meter intervals) as compared to
a taper with no running or about 20 miles per
week of slow running.

If you are severely overtrained, you may need
weeks, if not months, to recover. One study with
swimmers showed that a 2 1/2 week taper was
inadequate to recover from the staleness ac-
quired during a 6 month season.

Concern: I've been training harder, but my
times are getting slower...Is my junk food diet
catching up with me?

Answer: Probably. Muscles need carbohy-
drates immediately after exercise, not "sorry, no
time to eat right.” One simple solution is to drink
extra juices for quick and easy carbs that quench
thirst as well as supply needed fuel. Target 50
grams of carbohydrates (200 calories) every 2
hours after exhaustive exercise--ideally, a total
of 600 grams carbs per 24 hours for a very active
150 Ib. athlete. This means carbs at every meal,
not high-fat "junk-food."”

Bison Sixth at
Indoor Nationals

Injuries took away any legitimate shot OBU's
indoor track and field team had at an NAIA
national title this year, but the team still managed
to finish sixth in the nation and brought home
seven All- Americans and four national champi-

Ons.
OBU placed in the top 10 for the fourth straight

year. The ionships were February 24-25
in Lincoln, Neb,
Larry McFarlin, Dudley Dawkins, Ims

Kharigub and Ray Strauss earned the distinction
of being national champions in the mile relay,
and NAIA national record-holders.

McFarlin started with a split of 49.41 and
Dawkins, who had just completed 800 meters in
the distance medley relay, ran his quarter mile in
48.68.

Khangub, running second after a 47.95 split,
handed off to Strauss, who made up the ground
and finished in 47.85 seconds.

"It was an exciting race,” said Bison coach
Glen Stone. "It seemed like everyone was cheer-
ing for us to beat Central State of Ohio because
they win it all the time. After the race, a couple
of their runners came and shook our hands.”

The record time of 3:14.07 beat the former
record by two full seconds. It also marked the
second indoor meet in a row that the Bison set a
national record. Darrin Reid set the national
standard last year in the pentathlon.

The mile relay team almost erased the disap-
pointment of OBU's two-mile relay team. Run-
ning in separate heats, OBU finished behind
Lubbock Christian University by three one-thou-

sandths of a second, giving the Chaparals the
title. Both teams were rewarded, however, shar-
ing a national record of 7:40.65.
