Summer U.S.A. Track & Field meets will be under way soon and
I hope to be able to get a better set of results from them this year for
publication in the first issue of the next volume. A full schedule of
the events appears in this issue and I hope everyone from youth
through master will make an effort to attend or compete in some of
these meets. I'm still recovering from knee surgery--mainly too busy
putting out the OTF &N--but I hope to be back on the track by the end
of the month myself. - =

The next issue will be the last of the 1997 season and will be out
the week following the 4A-5A meets with full coverage of all state
competition, including all the regional competion. The OTCA is again
sponsoring an all-star team for the Great Southwest Classic in Phoenix
and the results of that meet will appear next fall.
