OKLAHOMA COLLEGE TRACK UPDATE

NCAA INDOOR CHAMPIONSHIPS
INDIANAPOLIS, IN - MARCH 13-14

The University of Arkansas men’s
team once again prevailed as the Hogs of
John McDonnell won their 29th national
championship by 20 points over runner-
up Stanford. Oklahoma’s Sooners fin-
ished in 45th place with 4 points.

Catoosa’s Phil Price came into the
meet with a 4:00.8 mile to his credit, and
set himself up well in the prelims with a
relaxed 4:03.99 to gain the finals. The
final, much to his dismay, turned out to be
another tactical championship race, as
they went through the first quarter in 61
sec. The half went by in 2:05, and when
the 3/4 mark was reached in 3:08, Price
decided to help speed things up by taking
the lead for the next 2 laps. At the bell lap,
Michigan’s Kevin Sullivan, Colorado
State’s Bryan Berryhill, and Price’s team-
mate and defending champion Seneca
Lassiter all went by and drove to the tape
together, with Sullivan (4:03.54) just edg-
ing out the other two by an eyelash. Ex-
hausted from the final surge, Price still
managed a final quarter of 58 sec. finish-
ing a strong seventh just three seconds
back in 4:06.61.

Another Oklahoma Razorback,
Moore’s Jonathan Leon just missed quali-
fying for the final of the 400 with a 47.31
in his heat. He was also used at times on
the Distance Medley Relay, as well as
being a regular on the 4 X 400 foursome.
In other men’s action, those competing
but not qualifying for their finals were
Oral Roberts’ Virgil Maddox - 6.43 in his
55-meter prelim, and Oklahoma’s
Shomari Wilson - 21.36 in his 200-meter
prelim.

Those competing in final events were:
Oklahoma’s Jason Larabee in the 3000
meters - 8:03.13 ( 10th), Oklahoma’s
Chris Duffy in the Pole Vault - 16’10 3/4"
(13th), and the Sooners’ 4 X 400 relay -
3:09.69 (5th). The Oklahoma State
women’s team finished in a five-way tie
for 38th place with 5 points, as Sherita
Jackson sprinted to a fourth place finish
in the 200-meters. Her time of 23.25 was
just a stepn finished in a tight group.
Oklahoma’s Jacqueline Horton produced
a 24.22 in her prelim heat, but fell short
of qualifying for the final.

Other women included: Tulsa’s
Caroline Avbovbede in the 400-meter pre-
lims - 55.35. Caroline became the first
University of Tulsa track athlete, male or
female, to ever qualify for the NCAA
championships. The Sooners’ Cecile Car-
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gill finished with a 54.68 in her prelim.
She also contributed to her team’s 4 X 400
relay showing of 3:39.07 (10th). Laura
Daniels of ORU jumped 11’ 13/4" in the
Pole Vault for 15th place overall.

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PROFILE - UNIVERSITY OF TULSA

In 1994 Stanley Redwine, former five-time Olympic trials
finalist, and four-time All-American at the University of Arkan-
sas rolled into Tulsa with one thing in mind. Transforming the
schools® Cross-Country/Track and Field program from one that
has seen a moderate degree of success during the Missouri
Valley years from 1936 to the mid 80's, to one of consistent
improvement with stability at the individual and team levels.
Redwine brings instant credibility to this program with his vast
knowledge and experience. Already his athletes have over-
hauled the TU record books in many events, a telling sign of
things to come.

He has built an excellent support staff in assistants Clark,
who coaches the distance corps, and Swayze, who also coaches
distance in addition to the sprinters. Redwine has also procured
the additional support this year of fellow alum and Hog-team-
mate Michael Conley, himself a storied Olympic gold and silver
medalist in the triple jump, in a volunteer coaching role for the
Hurricane long and triple jumpers.

Tulsa’s entrance into the WAC in 1996 presented new and
exciting challenges for the Hurricane as they go from being a
formidable regional force to seeking national respect. Some of
the recruits from Redwine’s first season that have blossomed
into current stars and leaders for the Hurricane include 800-me-
ter specialists Monique Poindexter, Adam Ellison, and Rodney
Peterson. All are now seniors.

Monique currently holds the indoor school record in the
600-yard (1:24.90) event, as well as the second fastest 400-me-
ter time (57.18). She also has an outdoor best of 2:10 in the
800-meters. Ellison and Peterson are as close to being athletic
equals as they come as they consistently rank near or at the top
in most "AJ" has both indoor (1:50.36) and outdoor (1:49.04)
school records in the 800-meters with Rodney just a half second
back in both. "AJ" is a middle distance athlete who has a wide
range of ability from the 800-meter up to the 10000-meter
distances. Rodney’s talents, on the other hand lend themselves
more towards the 400-800-meters (he holds the indoor school
600-meter record (1:20.51), and both he and "AJ" have played
integral parts on the school record setting 4 X 400, 4 x 800, and
distance medley relay teams. Their friendly rivalry has lent
itself to a healthy training atmosphere for both as well as the
rest of the team.

The current roster of athletes is an international array of men
and women whose presence should make for an interesting
recipe, and these ingredients coupled with hard work should
pave the way for conference and national distinction and noto-
riety.

Sophomore sprinter/jumper Sedrick Lusk already owns the
indoor and outdoor (24 11 3/4") long jump records for the
school, as well as the 200-meter indoor record (21.72). He also
is the first TU athlete to capture a conference long jump title
since 1952, as well as back-to-back titles. Kevin Guynn, a
junior, has the indoor triple jump record (48’ 2 1/2"), and is
second on the outdoor chart. Both jumpers are the first in what
should be a long line of great jumpers to wear the Hurricane

colors.

Sophomore Clint Small, who set a TU indoor 400-meter
record (48.27) this year, will be a force to be reckoned with in
the 400-meter hurdles, as will junior Joal Stockton in the high
hurdles. John Mosley, the new indoor record holder in the
55-meters (6.28) will return along with Hassan Faggett, and
with Lusk, and freshman Frankie Johnson, they should bolster
the sprints and relays.

Dwight Davis, a very talented and promising sophomore,
set a new school oudoor record in the 1500-meters with a
3:50.57. He has great range for short and long distances and
along with Cornelius Mason, Norwegian Kristian Brcane have
the makings of a dangerous middle distance group. Freshman
newcomer Shawn McCullough has already shown early promise
with a 1:53.07 800-meter performance. The TU soccer player
was among the top 25 U.S. 800-meter runners in high school last
year.

Native Nigerian Caroline Avbovbede "has increased the
standard of excellence at TU" according to Redwine, and has
made quite an early mark for herself as the first TU athlete to
qualify for the NCAA championships. The sophomore cur-
rently holds the indoor record in the 400-meters at 54.14, as well
as a share of the 4 X 400 relay record of 3:46.41. She also has
the indoor 200-meter record of 24.50. Her sprinting prowess
will be complemented well by freshman newcomer Tiffaney
Williams, the new outdoor record holder in the 200-meters
(24.67), as well as sophomore Inemesit Usoroh.

The Lady Hurricane distance corps is ably led by sophomore
record holder Fride Vullum, a native of Norway. Vullum cur-
rently holds the indoor 1000-meter (3:03.06), mile (5:03.12),
and 3000-meter (9:38.82) records. Her 3000 time ranks as the
best conference mark this season. Qutdoors, she holds records
in the 1500-meters (4:36.41), 3000-meters (9:51.61), and 5000-
meters (17:23.77), all set when she was a freshman. She will be
pushed by Rachel Hassar, Sarah Shaw, and newcomer Dutch
native Paulina Rath.

Australian native Erin Simpson, who ranks among the
school’s best 800-meter runners, will be back for her final
season to add depth to the middle distance group, and along with
Poindexter will lead a strengthened group of athletes. Summer
Lamons (2:14.13), a junior from Sapulpa, will be back from a
strong cross-country season along with new indoor 800-meter
record holder (2:14.69) Jany Van Gerwen from the Netherlands,
and Irish sophomore Margaret Danagher.

Some interesting thoughts about the indoor season regard-
ing the conference indoor meet....this meet is always held at the
Air Force Academy’s indoor facility at an altitude of 7ntage was
and will always be served to those schools that don’t have the
advantage of high altitude training. Nine of the sixteen schools
are at or near sea level, but due to the fact that only Air Force
and BYU have suitable indoor facilities, the meet is always held
near Colorado Springs. This disadvantage not only damages
any fairness for a good performance at the conference level, but
also hinders any chances for needed NCAA qualifying perform-
ances. Coach Redwine professes great confidence in his coach-
ing staff, he loves to recruit, he is excited about the future of
TU athletics and his team, and with the types of athletes he now
coaches, is looking forward to spring track in the WAC in 98.
