Joe Dial and his volunteers again did a great job in putting on the ORU Oklahoma
Classic as did Dan Zeroski (Stillwater) at the OSU Cowboy Invitational, which, by the
way, is the oldest cross country meet in the nation. These are probably the two premier
meets in Oklahoma and everyone should attend at least one to see what real cross country is
all about.

The annual cross country All-Star meet sponsored by the Oklahoma Track Coaches
Association will again be held on the University of Arkansas’ course in Fayetteville on Sat-
urday November 13. This year teams from Oklahoma, Kansas, Arkansas and Missouri will
compete in what promises to be a real exciting meet.

Coaches for the Oklahoma teams are Mustang’s Mike McGarry (boys—405-376-7363
school or 787-2585 home) and McGuinness® David Morton (girls—405-842-6638 school or
341-0877 home). Nominations need to be phoned to either coach by Wednesday, October
27. Only runners whose coaches are members of the OTCA are eligible but all class years
can compete. There will be a small participation fee but it will include a uniform. The OK
Runner in Norman is the team sponsor and is providing the uniforms.

Rankings in this issue were done early in the week, prior to most of the conference
meets listed in this issue. The next regular issue will be dated October 29 and will contain
full regional results, 2A-A state meet results and the final 5A-4A-3A team and individual
rankings and a preview of the large school state meet at ORU.

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Where has the
1999 cross
country season
gone?

The regular season has ended for the small
schools (A-2A) and they will be gearing up for
regionals in Chisholm and Lindsay Saturday, Oc-
tober 16. The State Meet will be held the follow-
ing Saturday, on October 23 on the Gordon Coo-
per Vo-Tech campus in Shawnee. Several teams
have competed on the state course and it seems to
be an excellent site for a cross country state
championship.

As for the large schools (3A-4A-5A), they
have one week of the regular season left to make
their final tune ups for regionals. Large school
regionals will be held in Oklahoma City
(Woodson Park) and Tulsa (Mohawk Park) on
Saturday, October 23. The state meet will be held
in Tulsa at Oral Roberts University once again on
Saturday, October 30.

Most of the large schools competed at the
pre-state meet this past weekend and the compe-
tition was excellent. The course had a few
changes to it and the competition was top notch.
The state meet should be a great one.

At this time [ would like to congratulate all
the coaches and their teams for an excellent sea-
son and wish everyone the best as they compete
in the regional and state championships.
