Each runner should be wearing a matching uniform if they are on a team of 
5-7 runners. They should be school issued uniforms. Undergarments that 
extend below the knee, shall match in color (team of 5-7 runners) and be a 
solid color. Upper body undergarments should match (team of 5-7 runners) 
and be a solid color. 
Run within 6 feet of marked line. 
Placement numbers will be given to each finishing runner for the coaches to 
verify finishing places. 
Please help keep your spectators off the course and outside roped areas.
