Limitations:
Each contestant is limited to four events, including relays.


Each school is limited to three entrants in each event and one team in each relay.  You may enter five for the 5th and 6th meet.


Four throws will be allowed in the shot and discus and Four attempts in the long jump, No finals.  There will be a boys and girls pole vault.

Awards:
Medals will be given to the top three places in each event.  Plaques will be given to the Champion and the Runner-Up in each division.

Team Points: 
10-8-6-4-2-1, with double points awarded for relays.

Equipment:
We have a re-surfaced 6-lane Polyurethane Track and we use a automatic timing system.  We request that only short spikes (1/4) or flat shoes are worn on this surface.  Covington-Douglas will furnish all starting blocks.
